3. Design – Date Due____________________________________ create a drawing of how the outside of your building will look (remember to include a sign) and draw a floor plan of what the interior will look (where is the kitchen, bathrooms, tables, waiting area, hostess stand, etc.).

4. Advertisement – Date Due ________________________________ a.) Write a script for a television commercial for your restaurant. 
b.) After writing the script, create a story board for how the commercial will look. 
c.) Create a jingle (theme song) for your ad.

5. Menu – Date Due_______________________________________ with headings, tempting descriptions, and prices. Your menu MUST include Desserts, Beverages, Appetizers, Kid’s Menu and at least three other headings from these choices: Specials, Soups and Salads, Dinners, Entrees, Breakfast, Lunch, Sides, Chicken, Steak/Beef, Veal, Seafood/Fish, Pasta, Extras, and Combination Plates (please let me know if you would like to use a heading not listed here.)

6. Persuasive Business Letter –Date Due_______________________ Write a letter to me, the investor, explaining why your restaurant idea is the best and why you think it has the most potential to become a successful business. Have at least 3 reasons that will support your argument. 

a. Your letter should include:

i. Address the appropriate audience.

ii. Engage the reader in the first paragraph.

iii. Express the situation clearly and to the point.

iv. Indicate thorough knowledge of the situation and a well-thought out argument.

v. Acknowledge and address the reader’s anticipated point of view.

vi. Provide specific details to support your opinion.

vii. Develop ideas through logical sequence of information.

viii. State clearly the outcome you desire.

ix. Leave the reader with a vision of why the action desired would be beneficial.
