The Name and Logo is due – February 1st.
The Theme Description of the Restaurant is due – February 3rd.    

The Design piece is due – February 9th.    

The Advertisement piece is due – February 14th.     

The Menu for the restaurant is due – February 17th.

The Persuasive Business Letter piece is due February 21st.

March 3rd - The final project will be turned in with corrections, if any were needed in a folder.  Remember you are trying to impress the investor (Your Teacher). The Persuasive Business Letter will be placed in the front of the folder and all components placed behind it in the following order; name and Logo, theme description, design, advertisement, and menu.  This project should be “Professional Quality”.  Please type the all of the components that can be typed.  Remember that if you use Google Docs you can work on your project both at school and at home.  Please remember that we will not be printing out your projects for you.  Drawings should be neat and well thought out.  Students may use graph paper when drawing their floor plan.
